In
grade sxwe are working on a new unit “Ma communauté” (My Community). Sudentsare
developing a knowledge base to be able to communicate with othersin French about their
community- the people, placesand thingswe can do in Grande Prairie.

In the New Year allFrench asa Second Language classeswillbegin the preparationsfor their
“Histoiresen Action!“ play. Thisprogram hasproven to be a revolutionary new approach to second
language instruction. It isbased upon the use of storiesand music forthe teaching of Fench.
Fecifically designed storiesthat are written in the form of playsbecome the focusfora range of
motivating language activitiesthat help studentsdevelop confidence and competence in the
language asthey progressthrough each story unit.

We’ve singing up a storm in music classesthismonth. Grade 1 studentshave been working
on their so-mireading and smple rhythms. Grade 2 studentshave been working on reading
and writing music using do-re-mi-so & la. We use our entire body to help uslearn where these
notesare on the staff, which notesare high and which notesare low.

Grade 6 music classhave been looking a
musical elementsand how different culturesuse tone & timbre to create interesting music.
They have also learned a fun winter partner-song that we hope to share with the schoolin
the New Year.

All studentsare working their musclesto be able to use their singing voice. We know that
everyone can sing butto get good we have to practice! We hope that you encourage your
child to develop their“singing muscles’ at home by singing along to their favourite tunes.
Positive reinforcement isa key element in building confident and courageouskids.

Our choir, the Svanavon Sngers, istrying something new thisyear and isparticipating with
the Ecole Parkside choirin a joint performance. Both choirsare singing a piece individually
(oursong is“Jingle Allthe Way”) and then combining in a masschoir piece (“Noél
Nouvelet”). Thisisa great opportunity for our Svanavon studentsto hearand sing with
another choir.
